Bakosova. She was born in 1680 in a manor house in
Ozdany. Until she was 16, she grew up with David
Absolon at Mukachevo Castle. In 1700, she married Jan
Korponai, captain of the Muran Castle, who was the
adoptive son of Kristof Kubiny (1527-1586) and Barbora

Pongracova.

Bola dcérou Zigmunda Géciho a Judity Bako%ove]. Narodila sa v roku 1680 v
kastieli v Ozdanoch. Do svojich 16 rokov vyrastala u Davida Absoldna na hrade
Mukacevo.

The second version

The second version, as well as its
literary form, depicts the period
of the anti-Habsburg uprising of
Francis Il. Rakoci, from the years
1703 - 1709, which ended with
the conclusion of the Satmar
Peace in 1711. By this agreement,
on the basis of mutual mutual
concessions, the Habsburgs
secured the inheritance of the
crown and the Hungarian nobility
the validity of the status
privileges. In the second version
of the legend, there was a
embezzlement against the city by
Juliana in fear of confiscating the
property.
